GUIDELINE TO ORGANIZERS

9. PRIMARY DIVISIONS

NATIONAL EVENTS CANADA

The aim of the Starter, Pre-Entry, Entry and Pre-Training levels is to make introductory eventing simple and encouraging for both horse and rider and above all make it enjoyable so that competitors are encouraged to remain in the sport and perhaps progress up through the higher levels.

The dressage test should be an appropriate test taken from the approved test manuals. The arena should be set up in the quietest and most level spot available, well away from horses warming up and other activities. The arena used can be sized at 20X40 meters.

The Cross country course should be straight forward with solidly built fences, that invite forward, yet quiet, jumping and present questions that will develop correct cross country riding.

The Stadium jumping test should also be straight forward and should not ask the horse and rider more difficult questions than the cross country.  (Details below)

General information for Starter, Pre-Entry.
Starter

No combinations; course could be made of cross poles

** Avoid combinations in Pre-Entry and if at all possible.  If there must be a 2-stride,


it should be vertical to oxer and of the very easiest form.

** Metre a path to measure the actual track that the horse will take and be generous in that


measurement.

** Be more conservative in fill, flowers. etc.

**Try NOT to put in related distances of LESS than 5 strides.

**Lower levels should be allowed to go clear

**Use solid ground lines
